I’m pleased to tell you that we’ve raised $234,341.90 of our $303,600 goal (for
capital improvements, equipment, curriculum development and to boost our meager Endowment Fund.) Thanks to the gener-
osity of our Art Center family of members, plus our extended family of community supporters, we are now just $70,000 short
of our goal, and I'm convinced we’ll cross the finish line by the end of 2008.
