All of tie doors a
windows facing the courtyard were refurbished, repainted and made more energy efficient. Names over the gallery emerances w
upgraded with new metal faced letters.

Our staff has worked hard to contain cost and maximize income. The Gift Gallery has made a concentrated effort to tbmote its
ists and maintain momentum. The Rental Coordinator booked over 100 weddings, parties, dinners, meetings , quireeeaneras ,
ceptions and other special events that brought income into the Center. This increased rental activity definitelyepeipeddat
during these trying economic times.

For sure, it has been more difficult to secure the sponsorships and donations that support our exhibits and receptiareshadVe
to absorb those expenses and pay for them out of our limited operating funds. Expenses have exceeded income every month of
2009. We face the necessity of generating more income.

The Board of Governors, at the request of the finance committee, voted to increase the fees for membership startiggir2040uarearly
dues for personal membership will be raised five dollars.

For example, individuals who are independents will go from paying $40 to $45. Senior members will go from $35 to $40rthnddicthe
increases are listed on page 4. Commissions the Art Center receives on art sold in Art Center shows, or in the Membeill Batkase by
12 %- from 30% to 42%. Members hanging costs will remain the same. The Gift Gallery, which already receives 40% of aleegulaosly
see a 2% increase for 2010.
