
In the last ArtBeat newsletter I wrote what I called a Final Report for our last two year’s fund raising undertaking ——————only it wasn’t!  

We were $21,726.85 short of our goal of $303,600 but because of personal problems I felt compelled to bring the project to a conclusion. I’m over-

joyed to tell you today that a generous man has closed the gap with a check of $21,727.00. 

Lt. Col. Ellsworth Handy, Retired, who has spent his retirement years creating award winning sculpture and paintings has put money where his 

heart is on more than one occasion. Ellsworth worked hard establishing The Art Museum of South Texas. After that facility was built, and a gov-

erning board established the new museum’s mission, it became apparent the mission was a great one for the city, but fell short when it came to pro-

viding a program which would meet the needs of local artists. 

Instead of withdrawing in anger, Ellsworth and others simply retreated to the city owned building on Park Avenue and set about reorganizing. A 

charter for The Art Community Center was acquired in 1972. This was home to the area artists until more funds were raised, the current building 

acquired, and the move made to Shoreline Blvd. 

Thanks to Ellsworth and many others who understood the importance of local artists having a “home of their own” to study, exhibit, inter-act and 

support each other The Art Center has continued to expand, to serve the community well, and has become a major tourist attraction with visitors 

from all over the country and the world. 

In addition to this latest generous donation, Ellsworth has named The Art Center beneficiary of a $100,000 CD payable on his demise. This should 

give all of us a reason to pause and ask, “what can I do to help insure The Art Center’s future for years to come?” We’re not all in a position to do 

what Ellsworth has done, but surely we’ve learned by now how far one small check on top of another can go. 

Our heart felt gratitude to our current hero, Lt. Col. Ellsworth Handy, Retired. We love you and appreciate all you’ve done, Ellsworth.

The program coordinator will work with 

the already established Education Committee, a standing committee of the Board of Governors, and with the Director in developing and promoting 

new opportunities for our members and our community. She will also assist the Exhibit Committee from time to time and help with our marketing 

efforts.  

The position of Program Coordinator will initially be part time and is funded from a grant we previously received from the Hugh Kennedy Founda-

tion.  

Susie is a member of the Clay Studio Group. She is a retired teacher who , in her career, has taught Art, Life/Earth Sciences, and Honors Biology.

They 

are the All Membership Show and the Dimensions Show.  Group shows are organized, supported and funded by the individual art groups.  The 

Independent Show falls in between.  We hope the independents will come together enough  to take ownership of their own show.  At present it 

is again drifting.  If there is no interest among independents, this show could go òon the shelfó in 2010. 

Our original Windberg oil painting , created by Dalhart during his recent demonstration and workshop here at the Art Center, is now on display 

in our lobby.  The Windberg Art Center and Mr. Windberg have donated the professionally framed landscape to the Art Center of Corpus 

Christi.
