Financial Uncevtainty

The Art Center is facing financial uncertainty. Our year started out well with the help of a new restaurant and monthly support
from the city’s 2008-09 grant. Now the clouds are gathering. New city budget proposals call for hefty cuts. Our grant funding from
the hotel motel tax (designated for promotion of tourism and visitors) is slated to be cut from $30,000 to just $7,163.

The Art Center is not only a home for local artists, art groups and exhibits, but also a stop for many out of town visitors and tour-
ists. These visitors are impressed and envious of our facility and the quality of our ever changing exhibits and activities. Their ap-
proval and validation is one part of why we should be valued by the city. We are a positive cultural asset to Corpus Christi — both
in our community and in the view of outsiders.

The Art Center has become a complex organism. Many don’t realize what it takes to keep it running. Expenses are presently
about $425,000 a year. Generating income to cover that amount takes never ending effort. We are working diligently to grow
our programs and add relevance for our members and community. We would like to feel we have moved forward in 2008-09.
Now, we face a tough loss. We do intend to appeal the drastic change before City Council. Whatever happens, we recognize that
we are fighting lean times. In the upcoming year, our income from restaurant, rentals and gift shop must continue to do its

part. We shall continue to seek grants, but in these economic times, we must also find art patrons, foundations, donors and mem-
bers who value what we are- and what we do — enough to help sustain the Art Center of Corpus Christi and its mission.

Slectronic Delivery of our Newsletter

The Art Center is looking for ways to reduce expenses. Many entities today are moving their newsletters on line. This is a cost
savings in paper, printing and postage, as well as being better for our environment. VWe must again explore this possibility. A strong
case can be made for receiving your bimonthly newsletter electronically by email. A high percentage of our members now have
computers, printers and email capabilities. The Art Beat can be read on line, easily saved in a file for later referral, moved to a des-
ignated Art Center folder on your computer or printed out in part or entirely if you wish. Members who are less comfortable with
computers, may wish to continue receiving their mailed copy of the Art Beat. For those, mailed copies will continue to be sent.
Hard copies of the newsletter would also continue to be mailed to those who requested that method of delivery. Extra paper
copies would be printed to hand out at the Art Center. The electronic news format could allow for more visual interest and color
graphics that are too costly to print in the traditional format. We already send the Art Beat to you in an email. Check it out this
month. Our hope, in view of the economic conditions, is that many members will choose to receive their Art Beat newsletter in

electronic form. Be thinking about your preference and we will be getting back to you in the fall.
