2. GUIDELINES 

SUBMIT DIGITAL IMAGES 

 Two entries in one category—submit on the same CD 

 Two entries in different categories—submit two CD’s, 

one image on each. 

 JPEG files only; 300dpi / 1024x768 pixels, max. 

 Crop images to exclude frame and/or background. 

 Present works that are correctly oriented and in exact 

representation. 

 For 3-D entries only—Show two views of each piece. 

 

LABEL CD WITH 

 Artist name, Entry # (1, 2) and Title(s). 

 Artist e-mail address and/or phone number 

 Label each digital file or folder. Example filename:  

    last name, first name, entry#, title.jpeg 

 Entry files that cannot be opened will be rejected. 

 CD’s will NOT be returned 

 

ACCEPTANCE NOTIFICATION 

 Notification will be made by email or phone. 

 

SHIPPPING/DELIVERY 

 Hand delivery is preferred. 

 Shipped works must be in a stiff reusable cardboard 

container that conforms to postal/shipping regulations 

and can be reused for return. 

 Shipped works to be returned must include instructions 

and a prepaid shipping label inside the box. 

 Damaged boxes will remain unopened pending  

    notification of the artist.

 1-2 works/$25—Art Center Members 

 1-2 works/$30—Non Members 

 Fees paid by check, credit card or money order. DO 

NOT SEND CASH. 

 

3. ABSOLUTE REQUIREMENTS 

Pieces that do not conform to these specifications will 

be disqualified. 

 No wet paint. 

 No clip, clamp, dirty or unstable frames.. 

 No thick, bulky or highly decorative frames. 

 Submitted panels must be securely attached within 

your framing material. 

 Only use acrylic or plexi glass for glazing. (Glass is 

accepted on soft pastel works only) 

 Only single mats in white or off-white. 

 Matting must be clean and free of debris. 

 Use hanging wire only. No string, thread, twine, fish-

ing line or saw tooth hangers. 

 No wire visible above the frame.  

 Eye hooks for wire hangers should be place approxi-

mately ¼ of the vertical length from the top of the 

piece.  

 2-D pieces should be at least 8”x10” and not more 

than 3’x4’ (excluding frame). 

 3-D pieces must be manageable by two people, not 

exceed 72” in any direction, and be stable for display.  

 For any special display instructions, please include a 

diagram with your work.  

 Art-making may involve “off-standard” presentations. 

If you should choose to use these methods, make sure 

your dedication to quality and professionalism is im-

peccable. 

 All works submitted must be for sale. 

 The Art Center retains a 40% commission on artworks 

sold in our galleries during the exhibit. 

 Artwork NOT picked up after the exhibit will  

begin to incur a daily storage fee of $5 after Nov 4.
