The Coastal Bend Food Bank (CBFB) is a nonprofit organization that

solicits and distributes food which might otherwise go to waste or be

discarded by manufacturers, wholesalers and retailers. The Coastal

Bend Food Bank collaborates with a network of partner agencies,

including food pantries, soup kitchens, and shelters, to ensure that

food reaches those who need it the most. Through these partnerships,

the organization strives to create a coordinated and efficient system to

distribute food resources across the region.

In addition to emergency food assistance, the food bank is actively

involved in various community programs and initiatives that focus on

education, nutrition, and empowering individuals and families to break

the cycle of hunger. These efforts often include outreach programs,

nutrition education, and partnerships with local schools and

community organizations..

Mission

The mission of the Coastal Bend Food Bank is to fight hunger and

promote wellness through food distribution and nutrition education.
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The Art Center of Corpus Christi, established in 1972, stands as a pillar

within the community. Its inception was fueled by a group of citizens

who understood the importance of fostering local artistic talent for the

greater good of the community. Originally situated in the Centennial

Museum building, the Center later relocated to the historic USO

building on North Shoreline Boulevard in the 1980s, owing to the need

for expansion and a more suitable space. Over five decades, it has

blossomed into a dynamic hub of artistic endeavors, offering

exhibitions, workshops, and educational programs that cater to all ages

and skill levels. The Center's core mission revolves around nurturing

and preserving South Texas' distinctive creative culture, empowering

artists, and enriching lives through art for present and future

generations. Since its founding, the Art Center has become an

important cultural force that advances the unique culture of South

Texas, therefore admission has always been, and will remain, free of

charge for everyone, every day.

The Art Center serves as a destination for

artists, school groups, visitors, tourists, and

community members, offering rotating

exhibitions of original artwork and engaging

art-making experiences. Its programs are

instrumental in fostering the unique creative

culture of South Texas, advancing artists'

careers, and expanding the audience for

their art.
